%Plane: Airport of Barcelona El Prat. From the airport, there is a
train line that connects it with the centre of Barcelona and differents
subway stations (Cercanias line from airport to Barcelona Sants

Station).

.# 1 Subway: You can take Line 3 (Green Line) from Sants Station,
if you are coming by train from the airport. The nearest subway

station to RPN Spain is Fontana.

Bus: You can take several buses from different parts of the city.
From Sants Station, Lines 27, and 32. From other parts of the city,

Lines 6, 7, 33 and 34.

: Car: Motorway A-7 if you are coming from the north of the city,
until Mollet. There, you should take Road C33, linked to the Ronda.

From the airport, Road C31 that is linked to B20 (Ronda). The
recommended exit of the B20 is Sarria - Sant Gervasi - Via Augusta.
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>%= FFCC: You can also take the train of the Ferrocarrils de la
Generalitat from different parts of the city. You should stop at Gracia
Station which exit is at the same building where RPN is located.
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
